CHESHIRE R.F.U. JUNIOR CUP COMPETITIONS 2004-05
1.
All clubs who are members of the Cheshire R.F.U. are eligible to enter.

2. a)
Players must be U.13, U.14, U.15, U.16 OR U.17 on the 1stSeptember(U17 allowed 2 overage players who were U18 before Jan 1st 2005) at the beginning of the season in which the competitions are being played. All players must be BONA FIDE members of their club before the date of the 2nd round. ie No players can be registered to play for a  team by becoming a member of that club after the date of the 2nd round.

2.b) Senior Colts Players are defined as players who were under 19 years of age on 1st September 2004.

3.
A player may only play for one club in one age group in the competition in any one season.

4.
Each team will consist of fifteen players and up to seven replacements.

5.
The competitions shall be on a knockout basis and the draws shall be made by the Mini and Junior sub-committee.

6.
The first drawn club in each tie (other than the final ) shall have the choice of ground.

7.
The dates for all rounds shall be decided by the Mini and Junior sub-committee.

8.
The duration of each game shall be as follows:- 35 mins. each way for U.17 & Senior Colts, 30 mins each way for  U15 and U16's , and 25 mins. each way for U.13 and U.14.

Drawn games shall be decided as follows:-

If both teams remain equal the away team shall go forward.  In the final, the cup shall be shared

All games shall be played under the Laws of the R.F.U. and refereed by members of a referee society 
wherever possible, or by a competent neutral referee who is not associated in any manner with either 
team.

11.
The selection of venues and the appointment of referees for the cup finals shall be the responsibility of 
the Cheshire Mini and Junior sub-committee.

12.
All questions affecting the qualifications and interpretations of the rules shall be referred to the 
Cheshire Mini and Junior sub-committee who are the sole interpreters of these rules.
