Welcome Pack

To help you understand the club, its ethos and procedures I will be making arrangements to provide you with one of our ‘Welcome Packs’. This is a plastic folder which you can use during training.  Each of our coaches has a copy and it contains information on a range of items from registration sheets, codes of conduct, to club contact details. More information is on the club web site and copies of all the club documents are on the committee page which needs a special username/password namely :- simon2004/moss2004. We also give each coach a unique club email address in the form jbloggs@northwichrufc.co.uk. Normally any email directed to this address will be forwarded to your personal email address. However other options are available. Please contact Kevin if you have any questions about this. 
Accreditation & Child Protection 

You’ll know that the club has received Clubmark accreditation. Part of that process dictates that we show a ‘duty of care’ to all players that participate in activities at 
the club.  To ensure that we maintain our accreditation and to protect the players, we 
expect that all of our coaches have read our codes of conduct, to have attended a Child Protection course, and have had a Criminal Record Bureau (CRB) check. Copies of the codes of conduct will be included in the ‘Welcome Pack’.  As for the CRB check, if you have already had a CRB check simply forward me your ‘disclosure number’  otherwise please will you then make arrangements as soon as possible to provide your relevant details to Phil Clarke, our Child Protection Officer, so we can make a check for you. You will need the following :-

· Photo ID – e.g. a passport or photo driving licence

· Proof of address – e.g. a recent household utility bill

· Birth certificate

Phil has the necessary forms and will arrange to fill in the forms for you, just bring along the documents above, it only takes 10 minutes.  He will be at the club house on Sunday 9th September and at regular midweek training sessions. To confirm his availability please call him on 01606 781441 (Home), 07730 814162 (Mobile) or email pclarke@northwichrufc.co.uk. Phil is also making arrangements for a Child Protection Course and First Aid course in Northwich or Moss Farm in the near future, details will be forwarded to you. Please note that we still need a specific ‘RFU’ CRB check, even if you already have a CRB disclosure number from another sport or activity (e.g. football, teaching, scouts, etc.). There is no cost to you for the CRB check.
Committee Meetings
As a junior coach or administrator you are automatically elected as a member of the Junior Committee. Every year we organise regular committee meetings for you to participate in the running of the Junior Section, help with decisions and be informed of changes and new developments. The committee meetings are really the vehicle for formal internal discussions as Sunday’s often are very busy occasions and coaches are not always at Moss Farm. I usually send out reminders beforehand by email when meetings are organised. Please make every effort to attend as I cannot guarantee you will be kept up to date with club developments if you are not there.
